Welcome back and a Happy New Year. The focus this half term is on ‘Stories People Tell'.

We start the half term off with a 'wow day’ on Friday where the children come dressed up as character from a
traditional fairy tale. During the afternoon the Owls and Puffins will be able to create new stories with their
characters including a problem and solution and then have the opportunity to act their stories out.

We aim to teach as much of our curriculum through our topic and in addition will be covering
the following:

This half term we will work on multiplication and division and
statistics.

e InLiteracy we will continue to have daily phonic sessions including handwriting and spelling. We will continue to send
home weekly spellings: please build in opportunities at home for your children to practise these.

We will be focussing on different traditional tales and using them to inspire and develop our writing.

The stories we will be focusing on this half-term are:
e Jack and the Beanstalk

e Rapunzel

e The Princess and the Dragon.

e Inhistory we will be looking at castles, where they were located and how people lived. We will also be looking
at and researching Bedford Castle.

e In Art the children will be looking at the artist Paul Klee. They will learn about his life as a Significant
Individual and study his work focussing on ‘The Castle and the Sun'.
