Understanding of  the World 
We will look at changes in the 
garden and school grounds, col-
lecting and studying small, wild, 
common flowers and plants using 
magnifying glasses. 

We will look at the life-cycle of  
frogs using the internet and 
books to help us. 

Maths 
We will continue to consolidate key 
skills, subitising (recognising small 
amounts without counting), count-
ing on and back to 10,  composing, 
sorting and matching, comparing 
and ordering. We will begin to 
build numbers beyond 10. We will 
play matching games with shapes 
and patterns. We will explore mak-
ing shape pictures. 

Literacy 
 
We will  continue to make up our own sto-
ries, help to write them and act them out 
with our friends. We will practise blending 
and segmenting words in simple sentenc-
es. We will consolidate letter sounds from 
phases 2 and 3, exploring some of the 
trickier ones in more depth. We will con-
tinue to learn how to read and write 
‘tricky words’ . We will write and hide 
‘secret messages’ to our friends and  
families! 

Communication & Language 
We will continue to share our ideas 
with our friends and teachers. We 
will listen and join in with familiar 
stories and rhymes. We will learn 
new words connected to our inter-
ests and seasonal topics.
