Books with repeating
text and rhymes are
great to help your
child tune into pre-
dicting what comes
next.

Let them have a go at
turning the pages carefully,
point to the text as you
read, to help them under-
stand which direction we
read print in.

Your child may spot some
letters from their name or
letters or common words
that they have been learn-
ing in school, praise their
efforts but don’t expect
them to read all the text
just yet!
